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NOTE: side pocket should be on left    
            and handle on the right.

4  TOP BACK COVER
should be pulled down evenly. 
Secure by tucking as you make 
your way downward. Really pull 
“down and under” keeping it taut 
and stretching it under bottom to 
hold. Use elastic loops to secure 
the cover under the recliner.

5   SEAT COVER 
locate “Front” label and place around footrest. 
Pull evenly towards the back adjusting and 
tucking excess material tightly into crevices 
between arms and back. After each section is 
complete smooth out any excess by 
stretching and tucking.

2    ARM COVERS
Recline backrest slightly and raise footrest for all 
steps. Locate labels marked Right and Left Arm. 
Line up top area and evenly pull down towards the 
bottom tucking the fabric in seat crevices first. Tug 
and stretch to pull under bottom to hold securely.

3    TOP COVER 
From the back, pull center cover 
over chair fitting it evenly as you 

work your way down. Front 
area should tuck and secure 

where top meets back 
of seat.
